
Werribee Park Audio Tour 
 

The Werribee Park Audio Tour delves into a rich array of stories and 
information about this extensive property.  Relayed through an audio wand 
which is available for hire from the Gatelodge and Giftshop, the engaging 
commentary is grouped into four themed tours covering the Mansion, Formal 
Gardens, Farm and Sculpture Walk.  
 
From March to May each year, the formal gardens of Werribee Park stages an 
exhibition of finalist works from the annual Helen Lempriere National Sculpture Award.  
A fifth audio tour is added during these months which explores each finalist work in 
depth.  
 
The themed tours may be enjoyed in any order however it is suggested to commence 
with the introductory information which is not site specific and may be heard in any 
location.  This information consists of the following 5 audio segments and is 10 
minutes in duration:

 2 Werribee Park Introduction 
 3 The Chirnside Family 
 4 The Seminary Years  
 5 Audio Tour Overview 
 6 Audio Wand Instructions 

 
Each themed tour is comprised of multiple audio segments which are site specific
